Input Sensitivity Control (GAIN)

The input sensitivity control (GAIN) allows the system to operate within a wide range.
Adjust the sensitivity so as to achieve the maximum possible volume without

any distortion. The following adjustment sequence is recommended:

Set the GAIN control to the MIN position by turning it fully counterclockwise.

Set the head unit’s volume control to 2/3 of its maximum value.

Slowly turn the sensitivity control clockwise until you hear distortion.

Then slightly turn the control back counterclockwise until the distortion disappears.

Adjust the low-pass filter cutoff frequency (LPF) using the FREQ control
